EX-OFFICIO MEMBERSHIP ON THE FACULTY SENATE,
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE AND THE FACULTY SENATE

Beginning in Fall 2013, the Chairs of the following standing Policy committees:
Academic Policies Committee, the Curriculum Policies Committee, the Faculty Policies
Committee, the General Education/Graduation Requirements Policies and Graduate
Studies Policies Committee are designated as ex-officio voting members of the Faculty
Senate Executive Committee and as ex-officio non-voting members of the Faculty
Senate, unless concurrently serving as the elected representative of his or her
department/unit.

If any of the charges of these committees do not currently reflect this, they shall be
amended accordingly. If the charge of any other committee currently specifies that the
Committee Chair serves as an ex-officio member of the Faculty Senate or its Executive
Committee, the charge shall be amended accordingly.

The Chairs of the selected standing Policy Committees identified herein whose Chairs
shall serve as ex-officio members of the Executive Committee and the Faculty Senate
shall be nominated and elected in accordance with procedures set forth in the By-Laws of
the Faculty Senate.
